2. Owing to the age of participants, parent/carer permission will also be required. If we’re able to offer 
students a place, we’ll email them after the deadline to let them know that their place on the 
programme is being reserved. We’ll then provide another form to be completed by their parent/carer 
by the deadline of Sunday 14 March 2021. 

3. Once we’ve received both forms and their space is confirmed, we will email students each week with
