English

Year 7 are continuing their study of Frankenstein and their re-imagining of
the scene in which the “monster” comes to life has been done to a very
good standard. In Year 7 we are focussing on key writing skills and this
week the emphasis has been on writing to persuade.

In year 8 we continue to focus on developing writing skills and the students
have been analysing advisory texts in order to identify the typical
conventions of this type of writing. They have started writing their own
pieces using these techniques. In literature we are making good progress
with Much Ado about Nothing and the students have delivered their
presentations in class.

Year 9 are working on persuasive writing and are developing their
understanding of useful techniques and the impact these can have on a
reader or audience. We are reading Romeo and Juliet Act 2 and students
have been asked to summarise key themes and investigate the impact of
certain characters.

Year 10 are working on English Language paper 1 skills and English
Literature power and conflict poetry. They also continue to have weekly
spelling tests. Homework is published on Show My Homework.

Year 11 are working on English Language paper 1 and English Literature
poetry. Revision and exam preparation is the order of the day here. Weekly




All homework and useful revision
guides have been published on Show My Homework.
