If your son/daughter is eligible for free school meals and they would like a Christmas lunch, 
please email meceoffice@maidenerleghtrust.org instead, stating your child(ren)’s name and 
their preference - “turkey” or “vegetarian” and for dessert “yule log” or “Christmas pudding”.  
If your child opts for the Christmas lunch please note that they will be unable to purchase 
break items as part of their free school meal allowance.   
 
Allergies: Please make us aware of any food allergies or intolerances on your booking. 
 
We hope that many students will want to enjoy Christmas lunch with their friends. 
Unfortunately, we will be unable to provide an alternative hot food menu, so students who 
are not having a Christmas lunch should bring in a packed lunch or purchase a sandwich 
from the canteen at breaktime.
