Year 10 Careers Provision and Work Shadow Day
I am pleased to be able to provide you with some more detail regarding the World of Work week and Work Shadow Day. 
It’s great to hear so many students have been busy finding placements. Please do encourage them to let their tutor know if they are struggling to find what they are looking for. Additionally, if you can provide a place for another student, please do let us know.
As mentioned in the previous communication, the World of Work Week runs directly after year 10 PPEs, 6-9 May 2025. We have a range of workshops linked to both Further & Higher Education and Careers & the workplace. 
This year we are running the work shadow across two days with each student undertaking one day of work shadow and participating on FE/HE trips on their second day. This will also allow for some businesses to offer placements on the two consecutive days.
